Policy Involvement

Updates on student progress are communicated
through direct email and in person meetings with teachers and building staff.

Building Capacity

e Direct Progress Monitoring Communication quarterly.

Duck Creek administration continues to train staff to work with parents as equal partners. These
training shall occur during staff meetings the week before school starts and during three
additional Professional Days throughout the year. The schools will also work to continue to
integrate Title | involvement with other programs, such at the Student Assistance process
meetings.

If there are other requests for additional support, the schools will document those and if feasible
provide those supports.
